Meeting venue: Novi Sad
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Novi Sad is located in the Pannonian valley, at the crossroads of the river Corridor VII and inland Corridor X and it is easily accessible from all directions and by all means of transport. The City is located on the European highway direction E-75 that connects the central with the southern and eastern part of the continent, and only fifty kilometres from it passes another road direction, E-70, that connects the western and eastern Europe. The border crossings with Croatia, Hungary, Romania, and Bosnia and Herzegovina are from 50 to 120 kilometres away from Novi Sad.



Practical information
HOW TO GET TO NOVI SAD
· YOU CAN TAKE A FLIGHT TO BELGRADE AIRPORT Belgrade Airport is 18 kilometers away from the Belgrade city centre ( Airport-Belgrade) and some 80 kilometers from Novi Sad. 
TAXI TRANSFER to Novi Sad Various travel agencies from Novi Sad offer transfer from and to Belgrade airport in vans or cars. Price can vary from 1800 RSD to 5000 RSD depending if it is calculated per person or per vehicle. 
BUS TRANSFER to Belgrade Tickets are available in the bus. Buses leave regularly in front of the Airport building. Taxi service is also available and prices are regulated (ask at the information desk at arrival). For details also visit the Airport’s web page: www.beg.aero 1. 

· FROM BELGRADE TO NOVI SAD 
Novi Sad is some 75km north of Belgrade and it is well connected with the capital. It takes only 60 minutes of drive to get to the International Airport “Nikola Tesla” via which Novi Sad and Serbia are connected with al bigger cities of Europe and the world by direct airway lines. 
Take the train from Belgrade train station to Novi Sad. The train runs daily in different intervals from 5:00 until 23:00. Check the website: http://www.zeleznicesrbije.com. Our Office would not recommend using trains as it is the least reliable means of transportation.
Take a bus from the main bus station. Buses go in intervals of 20-30 minutes, but it is recommended to take the ones which take the faster (highway) road. The journey usually lasts between 80-120 minutes, depending on the route taken and traffic.

· WHEN IN NOVI SAD
The Railway and Bus Stations are located next to each other. From there you can either take a local bus (remember to buy a ticket from the driver) or a taxi (avoid offers from unregistered taxi) to your place of residence. We recommend having a buddy waiting for you there.
The Railway Station is located in the traffic centre of the city, at the beginning of Bulevar Oslobođenja, immediately beside the bus station that represents the starting point for many city and suburban bus lines. Novi Sad is one of the stations on the route of the international train Vienna-Budapest-Belgrade-Istanbul. From March 2022, a high-speed double-decker intercity train called “Soko” will be put in operation on the Belgrade – Novi Sad route, with the reconstructed and modernized railway. Stewards and stewardesses, who serve coffee, tea and food, are in charge of the comfort in the fast train, which develops a speed of 200 kilometres per hour on one section. Free internet is also provided in the train. In addition to this train, the passengers travelling between the two largest Serbian cities are transported by regional express and regional trains.
